Establishment of an Interim Com­
mittee of the General Assembly 

The General Assembly, 
Conscious of the responsibility specifically con­

ferred upon it by the Charter in relation to matters 
concerning the maintenance of international 
peace and security (Articles 11 and 35), the pro­
motion of international co-operation in the polit­
ical field (Article 13) and the peaceful adjustment 
of any situations likely to impair the general wel­
fare or friendly relations among nations (Article 
14); 

Deaning it nP<'!'Hlln' for thr effective perform­
ance of these duties to establish an interim com­
mittee to consider such matters during the period 
between the closing of the present session and the 
opening of the next regular session of the General 
Assembly, and report with its conclusions to the 
General Assembly; 

Recognizing fully the primary responsibility of 
the Security Council for prompt and effective ac­
tion for the maintenance of international peace 
and security (Article 24), 

Resolves that 
1. There shall be established, for the period be­

tween the closing of the present session and the 
opening of the next regular session of the General 
Assembly, an Interim Committee on which each 
Member of the General Assembly shall have the 
right to appoint one representative; 

2. The Interim Committee, as a subsidiarv or­
gan of the General Assembly established in accord­
ance with Article 22 of the Charter, shall assist 
the General Assembly in the performance of its 
functions by discharging the following duties: 

(a) To consider and report, with its conclu­
sions, to the General Assembly on such matters as 
have been referred to it by the General Assembly; 

( !1 ·, To cumidcr ;rnd report with its conclusions 
to t 1::: Ccncr:tl A~semblv on any dispute or any 
situation which, in virtue of Articles 11 (paragraph 
2), 14 or 35 of the Charter, has been proposed for 
inclusion in the agenda of the General Assembly 
by any Member of the United Natiom or brought 
before the General Assembly bv the Securitv 
Council, provided the Comrnitte~ previously de'­
terrnines the matter to be both important and re­
quiring preliminary study. Swh determination 
shall be made by a majority of two-thirds of the 
membcrn pre>:ent and voting, unless the matter is 
one referred by the Security Council under Article 
11 (paragraph 2), in which case a simple majority 
will suffice; 

(c) To consider, as it deems useful and advis­
able, and report with its conclusions to the Gen­
eral Assembly on methods to be adopted to give 
effect to that part of Article 11 (paragraph l ) , 
whi,:h deals "" ith the general principles of co­
operation in th<'. maintenance of international 
peace and security, and to that part of Article 13 
(paragraph 1 a), which deals with the promotion 
of international co-operation in the political field;

3. In discharging its d11tic> the Interim Com­
mittee shall at all times take into account the re- I 
sponsibilitics of the Security Council under the 
Charter for the maintenance of international i 
peace and security as well as the duties assigned I 
by the Charter or bv the General Assembly or bv I 
the Sccuritv Council to other Councils or to any I 
committee ~r commission. The Interim Commit­
tee shall not considrr any matter of which the 
Security Council is seized; 

4. Subject to paragraphs 2 ( h) and 2 ( e 1 

above, the rules of procedure of the General As­
sembly shall, so far as they are applicable, govern 
the proceedings of the Interim Committee and 
such sub-committees and commissions as it may 
set up. The Interim Committee shall, however, 
have authority to adopt such additional rules as 
it may deem ncces.qry provickd that they are not 
inconsistent with any of the mks of procedure of 
the General Assemblv. The Interim Committee 
shall be convened by, the Secretary-General not 
later than six weeks t'ollowing the dose of the sec­
ond regular session of the General Assembly. Jt 
shall meet as and when it dcPms necessary for the 
conduct of its businr.s.'; > 

5. The Secretary-General shall provide the nec­
essary far:ilitics and assig11 appropriate staff as re­
quired for the work of the Intcriin Cummittee, its 
:>ub-committccs and cummis.,ions. ·

Recognizing that this question cannot be cor­

The General Assembly j 
1. Resolves that elected representatives of the 

Korean people be invited to take part in the con­
sideration of the question ; 

2. Further resolves that in order to facilitate 
and expedite such participation and to observe 
that the Korean representatives are in fact duly 
dected by the Korean people and not mere ap­
pointees by military authorities in Korea, there be 
forthwith established a United Nations Tempo­
rary Commission on Korea, to be present in 
Korea, with right to travel, observe and consult 
throughout Korea. 

B 

The General Assembly, 
Recognizing the urgent and rightful claims to 

independence of the people of Korea; 
Believing that the national independence of 

Korea should be re-established and all occupying 
forces then withdrawn at the earliest practicable 
date; 

Recalling its previous conclusion that the free­
dom and independence of the Korean people 
cannot be correctly or fairly resolved without the 
participation of representatives of the Korean 
people, and its decision to establish a United Na­
tions Temporary Commission on Korea (herein­
after called the "Commission") for the purpose of 
facilitating and expediting such participation by 
elected representatives of the Korean people, 

1. Decides that the Commission shall consist 
of representatives of Australia, Canada, China, 
El Salvador, France, India, Philippines, Syria, 
Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic; 

2. Recommends that the elections be held not 
later than 31 March 1948 on the basis of adult 
suffrage and by secret ballot to choose represen­
tatives with whom the Commission may consult 
regarding the prompt attainment of the freedom 
and independence of the Korean people and 
which representatives, constituting a National 
Assembly, may establish a National Government 
of Korea. The number of representatives from 
each voting area or zone should be proportionate 
to the population, and the elections should be 
under the observation of the Commission;

6. Calls upon the Member States concerned to 
afford every assistance and facility to the Com­
mission in the fulfilment of its responsibilities; 

7. Calls upon all Members of the United Na­
tions to refrain from interfering in the affairs of 
the Korean people during the interim period pre­
paratory to the establishment of Korean indepen­
dence, except in pursuance of the decisions of the 
General Assembly; and thereafter, to refrain 
completely from any and all acts derogatory to 
the independence and sovereignty of Korea.
